The school year lasts 184 days. It starts the day after Labor Day and ends the third week of June. The school day starts at 8:00 and runs
until 2:47, except on shortened days when we dismiss at 1:58 so teachers can meet and plan together. Our school doors open at 7:00 a.m.

Major Achievements

* We met and exceeded our 2005-2006 API growth target. Our score went up 17 growth points (our target growth was 4 points).

* We have intensive reading and math classes for students needing extra assistance in these core areas.

* We concentrate on the standards to strengthen reading and writing skills. We also have programs to improve all academic subjects such
as the Homework Center, after school supplemental instruction, and Saturday Academy.

School Safety Plan

Our staff monitors the school grounds sixty minutes prior to the start of school and ninety minutes after dismissal. We have
a closed campus, where all visitors must register at the office. We update our site safety plans once a year as well as

our emergency preparedness plan. We hold monthly disaster preparedness drills including fire, earthquake and intruder
on campus drills. The School Safety Plan was reviewed and shared with staff in September 2006.

School Discipline Practices
This section provides information about the school's efforts to create and maintain a positive learning environment, including
the school’s use of disciplinary strategies.

The West Covina Unified School District is dedicated to the philosophy that all students can learn. At EMS, teachers
evaluate students using oral questioning, paper-and-pencil tests, and project-based evaluations. All students are evaluated
using two standardized tests: the Language Arts “Gates MacGinitie” examination and the mathematics “SAMs” test.

Each department has developed quarterly benchmark exams to show student progress throughout the year. We are on

the quarter system with report cards mailed home every ten weeks. Progress reports are mailed home in the middle of
each quarter for students with deficiencies in any class. Parents are encouraged to attend parent conference days after the
first and third progress reporting periods.

The West Covina USD believes homework serves many important purposes. Students are expected to spend an average of
one to one and a half hours on homework, four or five times per week. Teachers of academic subjects provide regular
homework activities that promote the development of skills and provide students with the opportunity to grow academically.
The staff coordinates assignments so students do not receive an overload of homework on any day.

Edgewood Middle School follows the California Education Code for all discipline policies. The school has developed a

strict discipline code and thorough management plans to support the discipline code. Students are referred to the counselors

or assistant principals for appropriate behavior corrections. We teach conflict resolution and anger management at all

grade levels. We also have peer mediation where students are trained to help their peers resolve grievances before they escalate.

School Facility Conditions and Improvements

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Much attention is given to keeping our campus clean and safe. District-wide standards are in place for cleaning

procedures, products, inspection and evaluation to ensure that our campus is in impeccable condition. A summary of

these standards is available at the District Office. Restrooms are inspected multiple times daily by custodial staff, as well

as inspected by all staff and administrators. 100% of the toilets on campus are working. Custodians as well as maintenance
and grounds crews are trained and responsible for inspection and repair of any safety items on a daily basis. Monthly
inspections are also conducted by District inspectors. In addition, West Covina Unified School District works with risk
managers, safety inspectors and outside experts who inspect our campus annually. No emergency facility conditions

exist; regular maintenance is ongoing and funding is provided to make repairs on an as-needed basis. Providing our students
with a clean and safe school always has been and will continue to

be a top priority. During modernization, we are extra careful of school conditons.

\We are also committed to improving and maintaining a quality facility. In March 2000, Bond Measure G was passed,
which provided approximately $70 million to upgrade all facilities, including mechanical, plumbing and electrical
systems. Edgewood is in the modernization phase ending in the summer of 2008. Once the modernization process is
complete, the West Covina Unified School District is obligated to spend 3% of the general fund, which is approximately
$2.5 million, to maintain all facilities as attractive, safe places for students to learn.

Edgewood Middle School is located on what was formerly a high school campus. We are fortunate to have great facilities
and more than adequate space for approximately 1,400 students. The classrooms are in very good condition and over the
next three years, through modernization, there will be upgrades and renovations to enhance an already well-groomed facility.

The school’s Media Center contains an Internet and AR Program center with twelve computers. We have two full time
Media Center Aides. Students visit the library before and after school, as well as during the school day with their classes.
Over 28,000 titles are available for check-out and research for projects in all curricular areas.

\We have two well-equipped multimedia labs on our campus. Our computers are Dell PC’s; all have Internet access, and a
variety of software, including Microsoft Office. Teachers sign up to use the lab for classroom work on a regular basis.
All classrooms have a computer with access to the Internet and the AR program.

XI. Instructional Planning and Scheduling

School Instruction and Leadership

This section provides information about the structure of the school's instructional program and the experience of the
school’s leadership team.

Several leadership teams exist at EMS. The administrative team, department chairs, teacher TEAM leaders, PTSA and
School Site Council all act as decision-making bodies. Each review student achievement, are involved in creating or reviewing
the single plan for student achievement and make recommendations that will enhance the culture and atmosphere of the
school. The primary focus of each group in their decision making process is student achievement.

Our GATE program is designed to extend state standards and raise student achievement by providing enriched,
differentiated learning opportunities. Students participate in honors level classes in order to raise critical thinking skills

and deepen the complexity of subject matter material. Students participate in the Math Bowl Competition and History Day at
the school and county level. Students are also invited to be a part of our GATE Voyager summer school program.

Edgewood Middle School has School Study Teams that includes a counselor, teachers and the school psychologist to
address student needs. We have four Special Day Classes (two specifically for high functioning students with autism) and
3 Resource Specialist Teachers. The needs of children with Speech and Language disorders are met by the services of a
speech therapist.

CLAD certified teachers provide English Language Development and standards-based instruction using a variety of
SDAIE strategies.

The district also provides bilingual instructional assistants to help our English language learners in Spanish,
Cantonese, Mandarin, Viethamese and Tagalog. Parents of English learners are encouraged to participate in a variety
of workshops and programs. They are also encouraged to

participate on the English Learner Advisory Committee (ELAC).

Professional Development

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Teachers and administrators at our school participate in a variety of staff development activities. Each school year begins
with three full days of staff development. Teachers attend regularly scheduled faculty, department and grade-level
meetings. Teachers also have opportunities to attend conferences throughout the school year. On shortened
