II. School Climate
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School Safety Plan

Our staff monitors the school grounds at least 15 minutes prior to the start of school and after dismissal. We have a 
closed campus, where all visitors must register at the office and are required to wear a visitor badge while on campus. We 
update our site safety plan at least once a year as well as our district emergency preparedness plan. Administrators, 
teachers, staff and parents are actively involved in monitoring the safety plan. We hold monthly fire drills and have 
earthquake and disaster drills at least twice a year. Our School Safety Plan was reviewed and shared with staff on October 2006.
 
School Discipline Practices
This section provides information about the school's efforts to create and maintain a positive learning environment, including 
the school’s use of disciplinary strategies.
Teachers use a variety of tools to evaluate student learning. Among these are: observation, class work, reports, 
tests, benchmarks, and portfolios. Our “special needs” students are provided extra assistance in a small group setting. 
Their educational needs are met by following their Individual Education Plan. Additionally, our English Learners receive 
English Language Development instruction daily. We are on a quarter report card system for grades 1-5. Parent-
teacher conferences being held after the first reporting period in November for grades K-5. 
 
Homework is given regularly and is used to reinforce what is taught in class. Some grades provide “homework packets” which 
are returned weekly, while other teachers require homework to be turned in each morning. All students are required to read 
at least 20 minutes each evening. All 4th and 5th grade students are given an organizer to log in their homework, projects, 
and other communication to the parents. 
 
Monte Vista has an established discipline plan. Students are held accountable for their actions. Rewards and consequences 
are given equitably. Our teachers have been using techniques to teach children appropriate behavior. We use the Steps 
to Respect and Second Step programs. This has lowered the suspension rate. We recognize academic achievement 
and appropriate behavior in both the classroom and school-wide assemblies.

School Facility Conditions and Improvements

Much attention is paid to keeping our campus clean and safe. District-wide standards are in place for cleaning 
procedures, products, inspection, and evaluation to ensure that our campus is in impeccable condition. A summary of 
these standards is available at the District Office. Restrooms are inspected multiple times daily by custodial staff, as well 
as inspected by all staff and administrators. 100% of the toilets on campus are working. Custodians as well as maintenance 
and grounds crews are trained and responsible for inspection and repair of any safety items on a daily basis. Monthly 
inspections are also conducted by District inspectors. In addition, West Covina Unified School District works with risk 
managers, safety inspectors, and outside experts who inspect our campus annually. No emergency facility conditions 
exist; regular maintenance is ongoing and funding is provided to make repairs on an as-needed basis. Providing our students 
with a clean and safe school always has been and will continue to be a top priority. 
We are also committed to improving and maintaining a quality facility. In March 2000, Bond Measure G was passed, 
which provided approximately $70 million to upgrade all facilities, including mechanical, plumbing and electrical systems. 
During the 2003-2004 school year Monte Vista was modernized. The modernization included new electrical, heating and 
air conditioning, internet connections, computer lab and an expanded library. Once the modernization process is complete, 
the West Covina Unified School District is obligated to spend 3% of the general fund, which is approximately $2.5 million, 
to maintain all facilities as attractive, safe places for students to learn.  
 
Monte Vista has 32 classrooms, of which 10 are portables. Each year, approximately 600 students and 60 staff members 
use these facilities. With our large facility and grounds, these portables have not encroached upon the playing areas.  
 
We have a media center clerk who works with children in the library. Students learn to do research, select appropriate 
level books, and have access to computers. Each class has scheduled visits to the library. Additionally, students and parents 
can visit the library during selected hours throughout the week. 
 
Every classroom has one to three computers. Also, every classroom is connected to the Internet. A computer lab is available 
for technology education for students in K-5. Teachers receive ongoing training in computer technology so they can better 
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assist their students. We are adding computer programs that support student learning.

XI. Instructional Planning and Scheduling
 
School Instruction and Leadership

We have several leadership teams at Monte Vista. The School Site Council is made up of the principal, elected staff, and 
parents. It functions as an advisory board that evaluates student achievement data, analyzes the school budget, reviews 
the single plan, and makes recommendations. Our grade level leaders meet to discuss school related issues and are 
responsible for disseminating information to the teachers. Cadre teams meet to discuss student learning by curriculum 
and provide grade level support. The Parent -Teacher Association and is a voluntary organization who organize 
volunteers, fundraisers, and provides financial support to the school.  
 
Monte Vista has a School Study Team that meets to discuss student needs and create an action plan to support the 
student’s needs. Team members include the principal, Resource teacher, psychologist, classroom teacher, and parents. 
Also, Monte Vista School has a Resource Specialist Teacher (RST) who provides services are identified under special 
education and for students who are at-risk for school failure. A speech therapist provides services to children with speech 
and language disorders. 
CLAD certified teachers provide English Language Development and standards-based instruction using a variety of 
SDAIE strategies. 
The district provides bilingual instructional assistants to help our English language learners in Spanish, Cantonese, 
Mandarin, Vietnamese, and Tagalog. Parents of English learners are encouraged to participate in a variety of workshops 
and programs. They are also encouraged to participate on the English Learner Advisory Committee. 
Our GATE program is designed to extend state standards and raise student achievement by providing enriched, 
differentiated learning opportunities. Students are clustered together in order to raise critical thinking skills and deepen 
the complexity of subject matter material. Teachers differentiate lessons by accelerating the pace of instruction, compacting 
the curriculum, requiring more in-depth study and mastery of core content, and encouraging novelty in student output. 
Students are also invited to participate in the summer school program, The Great GATE Escape, the district Spelling Bee. 
 
Professional Development
This section provides information about the program for training the school's teachers and other professional staff.
Teachers and administrators at our school participate in a variety of staff development activities. The school year begins with 
two full days of staff development. Every Wednesday is a shortened day, and teachers attend regularly scheduled 
faculty, department or grade-level meetings and professional development. Teachers also have opportunities to 
attend conferences throughout the school year.
