Over the past seven years, Wescove Elementary has shown incredible growth in the Academic Performance Index (API) scores from 658 
to 776 points increasing a total of 118 points. In addition, we have met our Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) scores each year as defined in 
the No Child Left Behind Program.  
 
This success can be attributed largely to our focus on the California State Standards, our consistent implementation of research-based 
curricula and the partnerships we have developed with our community. Staff has implemented the district approved grade level standards 
and pacing guides that are used to monitor individual student progress. All students have access to a comprehensive and 
challenging curriculum. A variety of assessments are used including quarterly benchmark tests, unit or chapter tests and observation 
to determine student master of each skill.

The school year lasts 184 days. The year begins the day after Labor Day and ends in June. Our school doors open at 7:00am and close 
at 4:00pm daily.

School Safety Plan

Our staff monitors the school grounds at least 1 hour prior to the start of school and after dismissal. We have a closed 
campus, where all visitors must register at the office. We update our site safety plan each year as well as our district 
emergency preparedness plan. We hold monthly fire drills and have earthquake and disaster drills at least twice a year. 
The School Safety Plan was reviewed on February 15, 2007.
 
School Discipline Practices
This section provides information about the school's efforts to create and maintain a positive learning environment, including 
the school’s use of disciplinary strategies.
Teachers evaluate students on the California State Reading Standards every six to eight weeks. Based on the scores of 
students children in the lowest score levels are assisted in intervention groups. In addition, intervention support is held 
during school as well as before/after school. 
 
Teachers in grades 2-5 have their students take the STAR reading test in the computer lab every quarter. This program 
evaluates the student’s ability in reading and makes comparisons to previous scores.  
 
Teachers in grades 2-5 also have Accelerated Reader Program in their classrooms. Students take reading comprehension 
tests on books they have read as part of their indepent reading program. These scores are recorded and sent to parents 
and used by teachers for grading and assessing student growth in reading ability. 
 
Teachers also use the quarterly benchmark assessments in Language Arts and Math to help modify instruction for the 
whole class and individual students. The assessments are based on the California State Standards and the Open Court 
Reading Program. 
 
Teachers in grades K-5 assign daily homework for the week. Teachers assign 30 minutes of homework in reading and math 
per day in grades K-2. Teachers assign 45 minutes of homework in reading and math per day in grades 3-5. 
 
We have strict discipline policies to ensure high academic standards and to keep students safe. In the fall each student signs 
a behavior contract that includes rewards and consequences for misbehavior. This year we are continuing the use of the 
anti-bullying program “Steps to Respect” and other research based programs. It includes methods to assist the bullied 
students and counsel the bully. 
 
Our positive incentives include “wildcat tickets” for students helping others. Tickets are collected and put in a drawing so 
that students can win prizes and participate in monthly treats with the principal.

Much attention is paid to keeping our campus clean and safe. District-wide standards are in place for cleaning 
procedures, products, inspection and evaluation to ensure that our campus is in impeccable condition.

Restrooms are inspected multiple times daily by custodial staff, as well 
as inspected by all staff and administrators. One hundred percent of the toilets on campus are working. Custodians as well 
as maintenance and ground crews are trained and responsible for inspection and repair of any safety items on a daily 
basis. Monthly inspections are also conducted by District inspectors. In addition, West Covina Unified School District works 
with risk managers, safety inspectors and outside experts who inspect our campus annually. No emergency facility 
conditions exist; regular maintenance is ongoing and funding is provided to make repairs on an as-needed basis. Providing 
our students with a clean and safe school always has been and will continue to be a top priority. 
 
We are also committed to improving and maintaining a quality facility. In March 2000, Bond Measure G was passed, 
which provided approximately $70 million to upgrade all facilities, including mechanical, plumbing and electrical 
systems. Wescove Elementary was remodernized in the 2005-2006 school year.  
 
Our school buildings look great. The new power transformer near the cafeteria will give us better electrical service to handle 
our growing use of technology. Our new playground equipment in the kindergarten yard is a big hit with the students. 
 
Children visit the library once a week and receive guidance from a media clerk. Our library also has a section of leveled 
readers for children to use. Each classroom has at least one computer for students to use, as well.

School Instruction and Leadership

Our leadership team consists of our PTA, principal, Onward to Excellence leadership team, site teacher liaison team, and 
school site council. Each group receives student achievement data and helps give input on our comprehensive school plan. 
Our GATE program is designed to extend state standards and raise student achievement by providing enriched, 
differentiated learning opportunities. Students are clustered or part-time grouped together in order to raise critical thinking 
skills and deepen the complexity of subject matter material. Teachers differentiate lessons by accelerating the pace of 
instruction, compacting the curriculum, requiring more in-depth study and mastery of core content, and encouraging novelty 
in student learning and output. Students are also invited to participate in our after school enrichment program, the GATE 
Voyager summer school program, and the district Great Gate Escape activities. 
 
Wescove School has a Student Study Team that meets to address the needs of students. Available to the team are the 
RSP teacher, general education teachers and the school psychologist. Wescove School has a ½ time Resource Specialist 
(RSP) and a ½ time At-Risk teacher and Speech for students with speech and language disability. 
 
CLAD certified teachers provide English Language Development and standards-based instruction using a variety of 
SDAIE strategies. The district also provides bilingual instructional assistants to help our English language learners in 
Spanish, Cantonese, Mandarin, Vietnamese and Tagalong. Parents of English learners are encouraged to participate in a 
variety of workshops and programs. They are also encouraged to participate on the English Learner Advisory Committee.

The training in 2005-2006 included Explicit Direct Instruction training for teachers 
and instructional aides. Every Wednesday is a shortened day, and teachers attend regularly scheduled faculty, department 
or grade-level meetings. Teachers also have opportunities to attend conferences throughout the school year.
